Dmitriy Mendeleyev.
Dmitriy  Mendeleyev was born in Tobolsk , Siberia, on February 8th 1834. His parents were Ivan  Pavlovich  Mendeleyev and Maria  Dmitrievna  Mendeleyevna (Kornilieva). They had 17 children, but many of them died. His mother owned  a glass  factory. His father  died, when he was 13. His mother’s factory burned.

In Tobolsk  he attended  the Gymnasium. After  the fire his family moved  to St Petersburg . He entered the Main Pedagogical Institute in 1850.After the  institute he worked as a teacher at the local gymnasium. 

In 1869 he announced  the discovery of the Periodic Law of elements. The elements  in  Mendeleyev’s Periodic Table follow one another in the order of their atomic weights. Mendeleyev made many other important contributions to Russian chemistry.
Mendeleyev died in 1907 in St Petersburg from influenza, but his name would never be forgotten. Mendeleyev’s discovery made it possible for the scientists to find 38 new chemical elements to fill  the empty spaces in the Periodic Table. The crater on the moon and element number 101 are named after him.
